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PRESENTACIO

Els moviments decolonials de la darrera década i el
seu auge recent amb mobilitzacions socials com el
#BlacklivesMatter, han introduit la qiiestié colonial
com a fet causal de multiples discriminacions
materials i simboliques que pateixen les persones
migrants i de la situacié de subdesenvolupament dels
seus paisos d’origen. El fet colonial s’entén com a
greugelhlsiorlc que persisteix en el present en forma
e politiques de migracid, racisme i desigualtats
lobals. Perd també com la persisténcia d’un espoli i
g'una despossessié6 de la historia dels pobles
colonitzats. Entre les seves demandes frobem
reivindicacions de politiques de reparacié, de revisié
de I'espai pdblic i de retorn patrimonial de 'anomenat
espoli colonial”. Desenes de museus europeus (el
British Museum de Londres, el Louvre de Paris, el
Museu Reial de I’Africa Central de Tervuren, etc.) han
sigut assenyalats per diversos paisos que van patir la
cogionii'zqcio, demanant la restitucié patrimonial que
explica la seva propia historia. D’aquest intens periple
juridic han sorgit respostes institucionals que han anat
des de la resignificacié de les col-leccions (com és el
cas de Tervuren) al compromis pel retorn, tal i com va
anunciar Emmanuel Macron I’any 2018 sobre el tramits
que facilitarien el retorn d’algunes peces a paisos com
Mali, Benin, Nigéria, Senegal, Etiopia o Camerun. Fins i
tot la propia” UNESCO “disposa actualment d’una
comissié intergovernamental que vetlla per les
demandes de devolucid de béns culturals entre
diferents paisos. Aquesta qiiestié, cada vegada més
discutida per la societat civil i el mén acadeémic,
podria afectar ’rqmbé algunes col-leccions dels nostres
museus. L aposta d aquestes jornades és reflexionar
sobre com s’estd desenvolupant aquest conflicte en
I’ambit internacional, analitzar com s’esta abordant
també per part dels museus de la nostra ciutat i donar
\éetés als diversos agents que actualment participen del
ebat.

Decolonial movements in the last decade and their recent rise as a result of social
mobilisations such as #BlackLivesMatter have presented the colonial issue as an
underlying cause of multiple forms of material and symbolic discrimination
suffered by migrants and of the underdeveloped status of their countries of origin.
The colonial issue is understood as an enduring historical wrong in the present day
in the form of migration policies, racism and global inequalities, but also the
persistent plunder and dispossession of the history of colonised peoples. Among
their claims are demands for policies of reparation, the revision of public space
and the return of property from the so-called “colonial plunder”. Various countries
that have suffered colonisation have pointed the finger at dozens of European
museums (the British Museum in London, the Louvre in Paris, the Royal Museum for
Central Africa in Tervuren, etc.), demanding the restitution of cultural property
that tells their history. Institutional responses have emerged from this heated legal
battle, which have ranged from the resignification of collections (as is the case of
Tervuren) to the commitment to the restitution of heritage, as announced by
Emmanuel Macron in 2018 as regards the steps to be taken to facilitate the return
of some artefacts to countries such as Mali, Benin, Nigeria, Senegal, Ethiopia and
Cameroon. Even UNESCO itself currently has an intergovernmental committee that
oversees requests for the return of cultural property to different countries. This
increasingly contentious issue among civil society and academia could also affect
some of the collections in our museums. These seminars seek to reflect on how this
controversy is unfolding at international level, to explore how it is being addressed
by our city’'s museums and to allow the voices of the various agents currently taking
part in the debate to be heard.
