            Memoria Bcn Project
           Memoria BCN is a website and app for smartphones designed to disseminate information about sites of memory in the city of Barcelona. It contains 10 self-guided tours to discover historical and memorial sites of the 20th century in a city that was systematically bombed during the Spanish Civil War (1936-39) and that experienced the struggle to recover a democratic system in the streets in the 1970s. An online map, the app for smartphones, and different social networks allow us to follow these routes with all the information on hand.

           Curious Steps : Gender of Memory
[bookmark: _GoBack]          After more than two decades of feminist interventions in gendered histories and memories of Turkey and the Ottoman State, and following recent initiatives such as the virtual Women’s Museum of Istanbul that seek to create alternative memory sites, a group of young people and university faculty have come together to create “gender and memory walks” of various neighborhoods in Istanbul. Based on the year-long experience of the Gender and Memory Walk of Beyoglu and the newly designed tours of the Armenian Memory Tour of Beyoglu and the Gender and Memory Walks of Balat and Kadikoy, conducted under the auspices of Cins Adimlar (Curious Steps) coordinated by the Gender Forum at Sabanci University, the paper will discuss how connections across individuals and movements from different backgrounds, times and places can be mobilized with a particular focus on gender.
